The builders of the early

More and more often, paying
your rent on time can come with
a little pick-me-up for your credit
score.

Your credit score is a numeri-
cal rendition of your credit-wor-
thiness based on information on
your credit report. Credit scores
are widely used in mortgage
and other credit application pro-
cesses to determine both your
ability to pay the debt and the
likelihood you won’t default.

Experian this year announced
it will use rental payment data
from its recently acquired Rent-
Bureau to help consumers who
aren’t credit users establish
credit or improve their Experian
brandVantageScore credit score.

Late last year, a relatively new
FICO Expansion Score began
including data from PRBC’s (for-
merly Payment Reporting Builds
Credit) Consumer Reports.The
reports include bill payment
information on nontraditional
types of credit, including rent,
utility, cable, telephone, insur-
ance, cell phone, loans from
friends and family members,
child support, even daycare pro-
vider payments.

Both services are designed to
better serve previously under-
served, but perfectly credit-
worthy consumers who don’t
have traditional forms of credit,
including bank credit cards,
retail credit cards, personal
loans, mortgages or other forms
of credit that typically show up
on credit reports maintained by
the BigThree credit reporting
agencies — Experian, Equifax
andTransUnion.

According to the National
Multi Housing Council, there
are nearly 96 million individuals
currently renting (and regularly
paying utilities and other recur-
ring bills) who are not getting the
credit they deserve. In the past,
on-time rental payments and
other non-traditional credit pay-
ments typically didn’t boost your
credit score or even show up on
credit reports.

“Given that one-third of the
U.S. population rents, we felt
it was imperative to reflect the
true creditworthiness of those
individuals who responsibly pay
their rent,”said Brannan John-
ston, vice president and manag-
ing director of Experian

Apartment dwellers

The SalinasValley
Solid Waste Authority
and its waste haulers in
the SalinasValley and
South Monterey County
now offer the Multi-fam-

ily Recycling Program,
which offers assistance
for establishing recycling
programs in apartment
complexes, condomini-
ums and townhouse com-
munities.The program
addresses the needs of
both property managers
and residents; giving them
the guidance and informa-
tion necessary to establish
and sustain effective recy-
cling programs.

For property own-
ers and managers, the
program starts with a
site visit from SVSWA’s
Multi-family Recycling
Team, which will conduct
a waste assessment and
examine the infrastruc-
ture to determine your
specific needs.The Multi-
family RecyclingTeam
will map out a plan to
