Good news for apartment
residents and managers:

Multifamily buildings face
more challenges in implementing
a recycling program than single-
family homes. For example,
multifamily housing complexes
are considered commercial real
estate and are not automatically
equipped with recycling bins.
While many residents in these
complexes want to “do the right
thing,” it’s up to the property
management to make it possible.

Now there’s help. The multi-
family housing recycling pro-
gram was originally developed
by a regional partnership made
up of 12 local agencies and waste
haulers from Monterey and Santa
Cruz counties led by Ecology
Action, under a grant from the
California Department of Con-
servation. Since grant funding
is completed, the Salinas Valley
Solid Waste Authority (SVSWA)
and its waste haulers in the Sali-
nas Valley and south Monterey
County are continuing to imple-
ment this exciting program that
opens recycling opportunities
to residents of apartment com-
plexes, condominiums and town-
house communities.

The program addresses the
needs of two key groups — prop-
erty managers and residents
— giving them the guidance and
information necessary to estab-
lish and sustain multifamily
recycling programs.

For property owners and
managers, the program helps
with evaluating current systems
and recommending adapta-
tion of waste collection areas to
accommodate recycling bins and
“how-to” directional signage for
residents. Members of the Multi-
family Recycling Team will visit
a property and map out a plan to
help managers and residents start
enjoying the many benefits of a
recycling program, including:
» Saving money: Reduce your
garbage collection to reduce ser-
vice rates.

New programs
allow recycling
at apartment

If you live in California and
find yourself facing foreclosure,
chances are greater than in any
other state you’ll be the victim of
foreclosure rescue fraud.

Nearly one in four complaints
from foreclosure scam victims
come from Californians, accord-
ing to the Homeownership Preser-
vation Foundation.

HPF is a U.S. Department of
Housing and Urban Development-
certified, independent, national

nonprofit dedicated to helping
distressed homeowners avoid
mortgage foreclosure.

Since February of last year, HPF
found that 22 percent of complaints
about foreclosure fraud came from
California, followed by Florida, with
7 percent of the calls, Texas and
New York, both with 5 percent, and
Georgia with 4 percent.

While California’s reported
fraudulent activity was signifi-
cantly higher than other states,
only one city from the Golden
State, Los Angeles, ranked in the
top five, indicating foreclosure

scams can hit anywhere and aren’t
concentrated in any one area.

“Although California was among
the states most hard hit by the
housing crisis, the reported fore-
closure rescue scam activity seems
disproportionately higher than we
would have expected,” said Colleen
Hernandez, HPF’s CEO.

Hernandez said other than Los
Angeles, there isn’t a concen-
trated scam area in California,
but virtually half of the com-
plaints were from homeowners
who voluntarily identified them-
selves as African-American, His-

panic or Asian.
“Repeated studies have shown

that minorities were dispropor-
tionately targeted for predatory
lending during the housing boom,
and we have compelling evidence
indicating that minorities are
bearing the brunt of an unusu-
ally high percentage of mortgage
scams,” Hernandez said.

Effective this past Jan. 31,
the Federal Trade Commis-
sion’s “Mortgage Assistance
Relief Services (MARS) Rule,”
