HOAs have
special disaster
preparedness
needs and plans

If you live in a condo, town-
home or other community gov-
erned by a homeowners associa-
tion (HOA), take a lesson from
Judy Rosen, who lives in a 70-unit
HOA in St. Louis, Mo.

When the “Good Friday-Earth
Day” tornado in April this
year carved a 22-mile swath of
destruction through town, dam-
aging 200 homes and leaving
thousands without power, the
residents of Rosen’s community
were huddled in the communi-
ty’s underground windowless
garage.

Luckily, their community
wasn’t damaged but residents
were assured by knowing what
to do and where to go because
of a disaster preparedness plan
already in place.

“I would be just panicked if
something happened to the people
who live in my community,” said
Rosen, a community manager
with more than 30 years’ experi-
ence.

“But because | took the time to
sit down and write an emergency
preparedness plan, | knew | had
done my job. That prepares me,
and that prepares my commu-
nity, for whatever can happen,”
Rosen said.

FHA gives jobless homeowners one-year break

Beginning Aug. 1, the Federal Housing Administration will extend the period for unemployed homeowners to miss mortgage payments from four

months to a full year, providing qualified homeowners with more time to find employment before the foreclosure process begins.

The new Special Forbearance program falls under the FHA’s Loss Mitigation program, which FHA-approved servicers must participate in.

* The extended grace period only applies to FHA-backed loans and homeowners in the government’s foreclosure prevention program, the
Making Home Affordable Program (MHA).

* In addition to extending the forbearance period and removing the up-front hurdles for borrowers, the FHA also reemphasized its requirement

that participating servicers conduct a review at the end of the forbearance period to evaluate the borrower for all additional, applicable foreclosure

assistance programs and notify the borrower in writing whether or not he/she qualifies for any other available option.

» If the borrower does not qualify for any foreclosure assistance option, the servicer must provide the borrower with the reason for denial and

allow the borrower at least seven calendar days to submit additional information that may impact the servicer’s evaluation.

* Housing and Urban Development, which oversees FHA, hopes private lenders and government-controlled Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac will

adopt a similar policy.
