Online social networking
doesn’t do it for neighbors want-
ing to keep in touch with neigh-
bors.

Internet tools are gaining
ground, but face-to-face encoun-
ters and phone calls rule as the
most common methods of inter-
action in the‘hood.

Pew Internet’s recent“Neigh-
bors Online”study found that
many neighbors haven’t made

the transition to Facebook,Twit-
ter, LinkedIn, MySpace and other
online social networking tools.

“For many Americans, igno-
rance might have been bliss
during the boom times, but
today people want to be actively
engaged at both the local and
national levels to stay informed
about what’s happening and
how it affects them,”said Nancy
Osborne, chief operating officer
of Erate.com, a Santa Clara-
based financial information pub-
lisher and interest rate tracker.

“Being left in the dark could
prove to be downright danger-
ous, particularly when it comes to
something that may be happen-
ing right in your own backyard.”

In a recent poll, Pew telephoned
2,258 adults, age 18 and older and
asked about online connections
to communities and neighbors
and found that in the 12 months
preceding the survey:
>Twenty-two percent of all adults
(28 percent of Internet users)
signed up to receive alerts about
local issues (such as traffic,

school events, weather warnings
or crime alerts) via e-mail or text
messaging.
> Twenty percent of all adults (27
percent of Internet users) used
digital tools to talk to their neigh-
bors and keep informed about
community issues.
> Forty-six percent of Americans
talked face-to-face with neigh-
bors about community issues.

Pew reports,“Having face-to-
face interactions with neighbors
about community develop-
ments is tightly linked with

factors such as age, socio-eco-
nomic status and race. Latinos,
18-29 year olds, those without a
high school diploma and those
with a household income of less
than $30,000 per year are among
the groups that are least likely
to speak to neighbors in person
about community issues.”

Parents (52 percent) are more
likely than non-parents (43 per-
cent) to meet with neighbors

Ask William Carter about
expanding your home and he’s
going to be blunt: It will be
expensive.

Make detailed notes about
the basics you want, and a
separate list of special things —
maybe skylights or a fireplace
— that you’d love to include but
can live without.

Recycling

QUESTION: Is it true that
if I recycle a plastic bottle
with the cap screwed on, it
doesn’t get recycled but

goes to the landfill instead?
ANSWER: Not true. Plastic

bottles placed in a recycling bin
will be recycled whether the cap
is attached or separate. It can
make processing easier if the
caps are recycled separately from
the bottle, but caps often come
loose during processing.

Most plastic bottles are made
from No. 1 polyethylene tere-
phthalate (PETE or PET) or No.
2 high-density polyethylene
(HDPE), which have a higher
value in the recycled materials
market. Plastic caps are often
made from a more rigid plastic
and are baled together with bulk
plastics Nos. 3-7 and have a lower
resale demand.

Please keep recycling your plas-
tic bottles because if you don’t,
they may take 450 years to break
down in the landfill! Reduce your
use of plastic bottles by refilling a
reusable beverage container for
water and other drinks.

QUESTION: My recycling
bin was tagged with a warning
because I recycled a pizza box
and the recycling company said
it was trash. Pizza boxes are
cardboard, so why can’t I recycle
them?

ANSWER: Pizza boxes are
indeed cardboard, but they often
