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How many people actually need a scarecrow?
Probably not a lot. But scarecrows are easy
to make and great fun for the whole family.

“No two scarecrows are ever alike,”says Joan
Garr Hamrich, who has been organizing and con-
ducting scarecrow-making workshops at Garr’s
Rental and Feed in Mount Juliet,Tenn., for the past
five years.

“Some have jackets and neckties,”she says, rat-
tling off a list of possibilities, including pirates, a
biker, sports-team-themed scarecrow, even a Goth
scarecrow. Scarecrows can be men, women or chil-
dren.

Since not everyone can get to a workshop to
make scarecrows, we put together a how-to guide
so you can make your own.

1Assemble the materials you’ll need: A cross-
shaped frame (you could use scrap wood or
even a broomstick); pants or overalls, a but-

ton-up shirt and a hat; sturdy string; glue or glue
gun; newspaper or other stuffing; burlap or a pil-
lowcase for the head; and, of course, straw.You
can also add shoes and boots, gloves, a bandanna,
patches, flowers and just about any other accesso-
ries you can come up with.

2Make the head: Using a gallon bucket or milk
jug as the form, lay a piece of burlap, a pil-
lowcase or other fabric inside the bucket and

fill it with crumpled newspaper, grocery bags or
other lightweight stuffing. Remove the filled fabric
from the container and tie it off to hold the stuffing
in. Use more string to attach the head to the top
of your cross-shaped form. Add a hat to hold it all
together.

3Next, make the body: Slip the shirt onto the
form and then button it up, tying it off at the
bottom and sleeve ends so the shirt will hold

the straw when you get ready to stuff.Take overalls
or pants, cut a hole in the crotch so you can slip
them over the form to leave the legs dangling.Tie
the legs off at the bottom.

4Lay the scarecrow on the ground and stuff the
shirt and the pants with the loose straw. Add
as much as you like to make a fat scarecrow,

or be skimpy and make a skinny scarecrow.

5Now it’s time to decorate, creating eyes, nose
and mouth with fabric, yarn or even a per-
manent marker.You can add flowers, glue on

patches, tie on a bandanna, and accessorize with
gloves and boots or whatever else you’d like to use.

1. With burlap, string, fabric, bandannas,
craft glue, glue guns, eyes, patches, flow-

ers, stuffing for the head, and of course
the straw for stuffing the scarecrow itself,

making your own scarecrow is easy
family fun.

2. Joan Garr Hamrich of Garr’s Rental
and Feed store in Mount Juliet, Tenn.,

makes the head of a scarecrow using a
bucket filled with crumpled newspaper.

3. Hamrich uses a shirt and overalls to
make the body.

4. She says the scarecrow on the ground
and begins to stuff it with straw.

5. As a last step, spiff up your scarecrow
with eyes, a nose, a mouth of string, a

hat, flowers, patches and you are done.
