
On April 19, Monterey
County held its third
annual Earth Day Cleanup
Event, inviting community
groups and individuals to
pick up litter and haul
illegally dumped trash
from roadsides, creeks
and beaches throughout
the county.

The SVSWA coordinated
several cleanup sites,
among them Del Mar
Beach, where SVSWA
team member Jenny
Mitchell and 80 volun-
teers got their hands dirty.
Braving strong winds and
chilly temperatures, they
collected more than 2,700
pounds of debris includ-
ing cigarette butts, broken
glass and lots and lots of
plastic bags and bottles.

At other locations,
groups picked up litter
from roadsides and empty
lots, and pulled illegally
dumped tires, broken fur-
niture and even appli-
ances out of creek beds. A
big thank you to every-
body who pitched in!
Stop waste before it happens

Fighting litter is good,
but what if we didn’t cre-
ate so much garbage in
the first place?

Take a family picnic, for
example. Have you ever
noticed how much waste
there is afterward? Dis-
posable plates, cups and
utensils, napkins, wrap-
pers, empty chip bags and
beverage containers, sin-
gle-use plastic tablecloths
… the list goes on, and it
all gets thrown out after
just one happy gathering.

Consider investing in
cloth napkins and a set of
lightweight yet durable
plastic tableware.
Reusable cups, plates and
utensils don’t only look
better on the picnic table,
they’re also less likely to
get picked up by the wind.

Repair is another one of
my favorite waste-preven-
tion tips. Right here in the
Salinas Valley we are
lucky to have repair serv-
ices available for almost
everything, from comput-
ers to appliances, furni-
ture and even tools. The
next time you’re about to
head to the store to
replace a broken item,
consider getting a repair
estimate first. For local

repair businesses, check
the Yellow Pages or call
the SVSWA at 775-3000.
Discarding bulky items

At some point we all
have items that simply
have reached the end of
their useful lives. Appli-
ances, old mattresses, bro-
ken toys, strollers or
pieces of furniture beyond
repair — you have several
options to dispose of
bulky items responsibly.

All haulers in the Salinas
Valley offer residents at
least one annual collec-
tion of bulky items and
recyclables, usually in
spring or early summer.
Only certain materials are
accepted and some limita-
tions apply. Contact your
hauler directly for details.
In Salinas, BFI’s spring
cleanup day is scheduled
for May 17.

Throughout the year,
you can drop off bulky
items for disposal and
recycling at any of the
SVSWA’s facilities. For
hours, directions and fees,
call 775-3000.

Anybody who’s partici-
pated in a volunteer effort
like the countywide Earth
Day Cleanup Event in
April knows how satisfy-
ing it is to see our com-
munities free of unsightly
— and often dangerous —
litter and illegally dumped
waste.

You don’t have to wait
for next year’s event. The
county offers free disposal
vouchers year-round to
individuals or groups will-
ing to clean up roadsides
and public lands. Simply
call the county’s Health
Department, Solid Waste
and Recycling Services
(755-4579) or Public
Works Department (755-
4925) to request a free dis-
posal voucher valid at any
Monterey County landfill.

Indeed, even when she is
throwing a party, Bestor
considers every elevation.
Tonight’s fete celebrates a
new furniture line by her
friend David Weeks, the
lighting designer. It’s also
her first large gathering in
the home she recently
built on a promontory
directly across the street
from the iconic 1924 Ennis
House, Frank Lloyd
Wright’s fourth and final
textile-block house in Los
Angeles.

Yes, Bestor admits, it was
daunting putting her cre-
ation in such close context
to what she calls Wright’s
“high-concept, radically
huge gesture.” Built from
patterned concrete mod-
ules that transcended the
flat look of cinder-block
construction, the Ennis
House was inspired by
Mayan and Aztec struc-
tures.

“It is L.A.’s Machu Pic-
chu,” Bestor says, referring
to its tomblike appearance
and current state of disre-
pair, partly due to the 1994
earthquake and fierce
rainstorms of 2004. “I’d
much rather look at that
every morning than the
Getty Center.”

Visiting the Wright land-
mark did offer some reve-
lations for Bestor as she
planned her house. “It
looks so monumental,” she
says, “but on the inside it’s
a fairly modest one-story
house with secret gardens
and a linear pool hidden
from the street view.”

The latter was an inspi-
ration for Bestor, who pur-
chased her steeply sloped
property in late 2005.

“If you put a pool at the
bottom of a hill, you’ll
never use it,” she says. “Or
you’ll spend all your time
running up and down
stairs to make sure the
kids are OK.”

Instead, she dropped the
2,800-square-foot, two-
story house into the hill-
side, angled away from the
street to follow the topog-
raphy of the lot and to
maximize a southwestern
panorama that stretches
from Long Beach to Santa
Monica.

That placement created
a triangular patio with
enough room for a thin 27-
foot-long pool, part of an
indoor-outdoor living
space at the front of the

house.
“One of the most unusu-

al and useful things in the
L.A. codes is that you can
build a pool right up to the
property line,” she says.

A concrete wall meant to
keep the pool safe for chil-
dren and inaccessible
from the street also gave
Bestor a chance to put the
Ennis House on a
pedestal. Sitting in one of
her favorite outdoor
chairs, she observed that a
properly angled barrier
would obscure street traf-
fic and the hillside below
Wright’s house, so that it
would appear to rise from
her pool wall like an intri-
cate tribal sculpture on a
museum riser.

“The sloping angles pull
the houses together,” says
architect Steven Short-
ridge, a guest at the party
and an early client of
Weeks’. “The strength of
the house is how well its
spaces and form relate to
and ‘dance’ with the Ennis
House across the street.”

For Bestor, it almost

wasn’t to be.
She has been drawn to

Glendower Avenue in the
Los Feliz neighborhood of
L.A. since the late 1980s,
when as a student at the
Southern California Insti-
tute of Architecture, she
had a crush on the street,
she says. “There was a
Schindler down the road
and the Frank Lloyd
Wright house. For some-
one who had come from
New England, it was an
architectural fantasyland.”

But after she was hired
to design a house on the
challenging site, her
clients bailed.

“It was bananas. I had to
buy the property. It was
out of my league financial-
ly,” Bestor says, adding

that construction costs
alone for the hillside site
eventually ran slightly
more than $1 million. “But
the house had to be built.”

So Bestor, author of the
2006 style guide “Bohemi-
an Modern: Living in Sil-
ver Lake,” became her
own client, moving for-
ward with her usual cost-
efficient materials and
processes.

Tonight, the guest list for
the Weeks party skips
across the fashion, design,
movie and music indus-
tries, and as newcomers
arrive, they all want a
home tour.

On the entry floor, a
huge window in the din-
ing room offers a western
vista of the basin below.
Downstairs, however,
sleeping quarters for
Bestor and her 8- and 9-
year-old daughters are
shrouded by treetops for
privacy.

The whole house has
what she calls a “warm
and cave-y look,” attrib-
uted to the hardwood
floors, marine-grade
rotary-cut Douglas fir ply-
wood panels and concrete
walls stamped with the
grain of the wood that
molded them.

Bestor’s maternal
approach extends to her
role as host. “Once every-
thing’s set up, it’s pretty
laissez-faire,” she says.
“My favorite bartender is
your family grandmother
old lady who knows what
you’re having and gets
everyone wasted.”

Tonight’s guest of honor,
sitting under one of his
Torroja lighting fixtures,
voices his approval of the
scene from a long sofa
that Bestor covered in
vintage airline upholstery
fabric.

“You don’t know what to
expect when you’re at the
top of a hill across from a
Frank Lloyd Wright,” the
Brooklyn-based Weeks
says. “I always fantasize
about moving to L.A., and
houses and parties like
this are a good endorse-
ment.”
